Students must apply and qualify for Federal Work Study (FWS) to receive this benefit. The
current amount for eligible students is $17.14/hr for 800 practicum hours. Individual tax rates
apply, as funds are received through payroll. Students receiving FWS apply monies to tuition
and fees to realize a program cost savings. LLUH employees may not be eligible for FWS.
Total estimated program cost includes all tuition and fees with the exception of book costs.
Estimated book cost is $2,135 (full retail purchase prices).
